SPECIALISED
CARGO HANDLED
BY CRYSTAL
FREIGHT

Crystal Freight Services (CFS) has embarked
on the freighting and handling of specialized
project cargo. To-date, CFS has handled a
number of unusual and specialized shipments
that fall outside the conventional norm of
general freight forwarding. CFS aims to
develop further competency and expertise in

this area.

5 of the most interesting projects shipments
were:

1. New Metro Rail City Project in Perth

2. Dismantling and loading of ships spare of
MV Odin R (a vessel that does oil drilling
in the deep sea) to Copenhagen

3. Local handling and transporting of 1 unit
of Process Interface Building (PIB) to
Damman for Aramco, Saudi Arabia.

4. Exporting one Maxum 31 Boat

5. Project cargo shipment which CFS had
handled, the dismantling of 2 units of gas
tank to Baku

The PIB Shipment to Damman proved to be
the most challenging job. The contract was
awarded in October 2006 and given the
urgency and tight schedule, CFS managed
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to arrange the packing according to the SGS
standard as requested by the buyer within
5 days. The cargo was subsequently
transported from Jurong Island to Jurong Port
for loading.

The project for dismantling and loading of
ship spares in support of MV Odin R was
equally challenging. CFS had to hire a 50
tonne-crane for loading of the ship spares
onto 10 x 40’ open top containers. Despite
some of the ship spares being far too large
for the open top containers, our quick thinking
team managed to obtain the owner’s approval
to cut certain parts to ensure that the container
stuffing was completed on schedule.

CFS will continue to focus and develop their
competency in the handling of unique and
specialized project cargo.

RESPIRATOR FIT TEST

Working in a hazardous environment as part and parcel of our
daily routine, employees’ health and safety is an area which LTH
Logistics (LTH) will always give its utmost attention.

In the day to day operations, workers are sometimes exposed to
airborne contaminants. Some of these chemicals — for example:
lime powder, methanol, isopropyl alcohol, etc are not packed in
drums and perhaps, may have to be re-packed as a process
required. Thus, staff are required to put on respirators as part of
the PPE (Personal Protective Equipment) safety requirement. This
is strictly adhered to in line with the mandatory requirement under
Singapore Standards CP74 to ensure that workers are adequately
protected from inhaling excessive airborne contaminants in the
course of their work.

LTH engages a vendor to supply the required respirators and the
vendor is required to conduct a training session with our staff as
and when needed. The training includes the performance of the
fit’ testing as well. ‘Fit’ Testing means that the right size of the
mask are distributed to individual workers and tested for proper
fitting. A bitter spray is then used to test if there is any leakage in

the mask used. Should there be a leakage, the user would respond
with an indication or otherwise, and this is easily noticeable from
the expression of discomfort on the face of the staff.

Staff will be issued with a certificate of attendance after the testing.
This certification is only valid for one year. The reason for the short
period of certification is that the shape of faces changes over time
which means a different size might be required in the future. An
annual re-assessment is also needed on the suitable types of
cartridges used in relation to different operational environments.

This training is to equip our workers with the knowledge that they
need to handle hazardous situations and also to reduce any
hazardous risk to the lowest possible.
